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Working Group on Artificial Intelligence («AI-WG»)

The new SSRMP Working Group on Artificial Intelligence aims at establishing a permanent
platform for collecting and sharing knowledge on AI in the domain of Medical Physics. The
work of the WG is planned to be organized in 2-year cycles, each with a defined program
of activities; after the two years the WG board will be renewed and the working program
will be updated.

The following practical activities are foreseen in the first two years (2025-26):
 Establishing a network of contacts (individuals, associations and institutions)
 Organization of a national survey to map the current «state of the art» regarding re-

search and clinical applications of AI in Switzerland
 Collection, review and distribution of selected resources on the topic of AI, including

guidelines, position papers, online tools and other relevant available materials
 Setup of a repository for sharing the resources collected and produced by the WG
 Organization of educational events e.g. in the form of online or in-person seminars

All the outputs of the WG will be publicly available.

The WG board is looking for participants interested in contributing to the general organiza-
tion and being directly involved in one or more of the activities listed above; the proposal of
additional activities will also be considered by the WG board for inclusion in the work pro -
gram if they are compatible with the scope and the available resources.

The kick-off meeting of the AI-WG with the active participants will take place in April 2025.
